ORDINANCE NO. 04-01-2016
AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH PERFORMANCE STANDARDS FOR THE CARE OF PUBLIC TREES UNDER THE CITY TREE BOARD ORDINANCE BY AMENDING SECTION 31.150 OF THE CITY MUNICIPAL CODE.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF ELSBERRY, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1.
The City of Elsberry Municipal Code shall be amended by deleting §31.150 adding a new §31.150 as follows:

“§31.150.
Public Tree Care
1.
The City shall have the right to plant, prune, maintain and remove trees, plants and shrubs within the lines of all streets, alleys, avenues, lanes, squares and public grounds, as may be necessary to insure public safety or to preserve or enhance the symmetry and beauty of such public grounds.

2.
The City may remove, cause, or order to be removed, any tree or part thereof which is in an unsafe condition or which by reason of its nature is injurious to sewers, electric power lines, gas lines, water lines, or other public improvements, or is affected with any injurious fungus, insect or other pest.  

3.
This Section does not prohibit the planting of Street Trees by adjacent property owners providing that the selection and location of said trees is in accordance with the Municipal Code and the applicable American National Standards Institute (ANSI) A300 Standards for Woody Plant Care.”

Section 2. 
Severability. 

The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable. In the event that any provision of this Ordinance is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional, the remaining provisions of this Ordinance are valid unless the Court finds the valid provisions of this ordinance are so essentially and inseparably connected with, and so dependent upon, the void provision that it cannot be presumed that the Board of Aldermen would have enacted the valid provisions without the void ones or unless the Court finds that the valid provisions, standing alone, are incomplete and incapable of being executed in accordance with the legislative intent.

Section 3: 
Effective Upon Passage

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its passage. 

Section 4: 
Incorporation into the Municipal Code

The City Clerk shall incorporate the terms of this Ordinance into the official City of Elsberry Municipal Code with all due dispatch.
