The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Pro-Tem Michael Short presided over the meeting.  Present were Alderman Hartley, Alderman Davis, Alderman Rockwell, City Attorney Rob Guinness, City Clerk Sue Hogarth, City Treasurer Tammy Sharpe and Deputy City Collector Rachel Reed.  Also present were Brian Hemmer and Ron Smith of Alliance Water Resources.  Mayor Wilch, Alderman Robinson and Alderman Harper were unable to attend. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Michael Short called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.  Roll call deemed a quorum present.

PRESENTATION OF OFFICIAL RESULTS FROM AUGUST 6, 2019 ELECTION City Clerk Sue Hogarth presented the official election results from the August 6th election and the Prop 1 ballot issue passed to change the City Collector position from an elected to an appointed position.  The city ordinance will need to be changed and voted on at the next board meeting in September before Deputy City Collector Rachel Reed can be sworn into office as City Collector.

Boonslick Regional Planning Commission Update – Mayor Wilch                                      
Chad Eggen from Boonslick was unable to attend and there was no update from Mayor Wilch prior to the meeting.  

Update from MECO Engineering – Jim Bensman with MECO Engineering                

Jim Bensman stated that he had good news to share with the Board of Aldermen.  The final plans should be ready this week to submit to the DNR and to the City of Elsberry for final mark-ups with Alliance.  They are making good progress and are pushing ahead.  There should be no equipment changes other than they are waiting on information from the clarifying company in regards to dimensions but all other equipment information is done.  Alderman Hartley asked if MECO had enough engineers to do the work because he stated that the original agreement was to have (1) year of engineering work for the plans and (1) year of construction and we seem to be behind schedule and that things are not moving forward as Jim says.  Jim stated that they were at the mercy of equipment and permitting factors, for example, the DNR required an anti-degradation report to be done which they did not request originally.  Jim will continue to keep an open line of communication and he appreciated the feedback from Alderman Hartley.  The detailing will be done as soon as the clarifying company confirms their information.  When the plans are done, he will send them electronically as well as drop off a couple of hard copies.  City Attorney Guinness requested that MECO provide the City of Elsberry with a new schedule / timeline to make sure that everything stays on track and Jim agreed to send that to Mayor Wilch and City Clerk Sue Hogarth within the next week.

Deborah Ueitzen was not present at the board meeting so this agenda item was dismissed.
- Request from Howard McIntosh at 169 Lakeview Drive to discuss water & surcharge fees 










- Howard McIntosh
Mr. McIntosh addressed the board to discuss his water & surcharge fees at his residence in Lakeview.  When the residents at Lakeview hooked up with the City of Elsberry for water & sewer, they had to pay $18,000+ divided by all the residents over a certain amount of time.  He did not understand why the water & sewer fees were so high and why he had to pay a surcharge fee.  There was discussion that the county commissioner did this project for Lakeview and the sewer line was also done through the county.  The City of Elsberry took over the infrastructure for Lakeview after 2 years to maintain going forward.   There was a NID (Neighborhood Improvement District) composed of residents from Lakeview that agreed to incur part of the costs.  Mr. McIntosh stated that this group has been dissolved.  Alderman Hartley stated that the water & sewer fees and surcharge fees in Lakeview are the same as for the  residents in the city limits.  
Everyone pays a surcharge fee which is based on a bond issue for our wastewater treatment facility, water towers, etc.  The NID made this agreement with the county for Lakeview residents and Alderman Hartley suggested that Mr. McIntosh contact Mark Krueger with any further questions since he believed Mr. Krueger was directly involved in this agreement.

PUBLIC HEARING AS REQUIRED BY LAW OR ORDINANCE
PUBLIC HEARING to hear public comment on, and to consider, a proposed revised zoning ordinance to create (2) new residential zones with R1 at 6,000 square feet and R2 at 10,800 square feet for residential lots in the city limits of Elsberry.  The R1 residential zone will apply to homes East of 7th Street and South of Brownsmill Road and all other city residential lots with be zoned R2 at 10,800 square feet.  If there is an existing home on any size lot, that home can be rebuilt due to a fire or other natural disaster with the existing dimensions on the same foundation as the previous home.  This will be an amendment to Chapter 41 of the Elsberry Municipal Code.  This application was also heard by the Planning & Zoning Committee in a public hearing meeting on Monday, July 22, 2019 at 6PM.  

City Attorney Guinness read aloud the Public Hearing agenda based upon the proposed revised ordinance that will be voted on later in the meeting.  City Attorney Guinness asked if there was anyone who would like to comment either in favor or, or in opposition, to the proposed ordinance and there was no public comment.  There was no one present from the Planning & Zoning Committee but they had recommended in favor of the proposed ordinance per City Attorney Guinness.  
Mayor Pro-Tem Michael Short announced that the Public Hearing was closed.

- Update on Timeline for  Nuisance Abatement for Ray Robison at 510 Bailey


- City Attorney Guinness 
City Attorney Guinness stated that a judgment was entered in court that expires on August 15, 2019 to remove all the vehicles and building materials from his property.  Mr. Robison did appear in court last night but it doesn't look like any progress has been made on his property.  An administrative warrant will be issued after August 15th and Niles will remove the property and the Wrecking Crew will store it.  There will be an affidavit signed by Building Inspector Don Slaughter before the warrant goes into effect.  The vehicles have to be removed within 30 days of the judgment on August 15th and the building materials within 45 days of the judgment on August 30th.

City Clerk Sue Hogarth presented a spreadsheet of the street repairs proposed for 2019 based on the figures presented from Mid River Asphalt last year.  The Infrastructure Committee decided to wait on 2nd & 3rd Streets in Ward 1 due to the storm drain issues that still need to be addressed and are proposing Bailey, Ellis and adding Beau Maye in Ward 2 and all of Riverview in Hillcrest for Ward 3.  Alderman Rockwell requested to make sure the bid for Riverview covers both sides of Hillcrest Drive.  A sheet was presented by Brian Hemmer w/Alliance of the Street Cuttings that will need to be included for the asphalt bids as well.  Brian also stated that they have placed cold patch on the water main repair on Sanderson since school is starting this month.  A motion was made by Alderman Rockwell to go out for bids for the proposed street repairs & street cutting repairs, seconded by Alderman Hartley

- Presentation of Revised / Simplified Changes for the Demolition Permit Ordinance tabled from the July Board Meeting and discussed in the Planning & Zoning Committee Meeting July 22nd & Infrastructure Committee Meeting July 23rd

The Planning & Zoning Committee reviewed the current demolition ordinance and made recommendations on how to simplify and streamline the process.  City Attorney Guinness drafted a revised simplified demolition ordinance for the aldermen to review.  A motion was made by Alderman Short to table this discussion until the revised ordinance could be reviewed by the Infrastructure and Planning & Zoning Committees and then presented to the full board, seconded by Alderman Rockwell.

- Recommendation for a Sewer Relocation Contract Agreement for Dr. Tim Reller at 103 Whispering Pine which will include his surrounding homeowners and the City of Elsberry discussed at the Infrastructure Committee July 23rd 




- Alderman Short / City Attorney Guinness 
City Attorney Guinness and Brian Hemmer w/Alliance recently met at the proposed location for Dr. Tim Reller's new home at 103 Whispering Pine to review the sewer line relocation and City Attorney Guinness has drafted a sewer line relocation agreement for the Rellers to review and sign and he asked the board of aldermen to review this prior to presenting it to the Rellers.  Alderman Hartley stated that the existing sewer line is an 8" line and if this line is cut & capped, a 6" sewer line will be sufficient for the (4) lots owned by Dr. Reller and the (2) lots owned by his neighbor, Mr. Powers.  The maximum number of homes that could be built on these existing lots would be (3) if Mr. Powers would sell one of his lots. A motion was made by Alderman Rockwell to change the relocated sewer line requirement to a 6" line in Number 2, section a. on the terms of the agreement, seconded by Alderman Hartley.

There was a question on the wording for Number 8 in regard to the laterals. The lateral to the home is the homeowner's property but the 6" relocated line would become city property after 1 year.  The wording will be changed to read as follows:  The maintenance, repair, improvement, and or replacement of the Relocated Sewer Line and not the laterals connecting to it, and the Existing Sewer Line shall be the responsibility of the city and all future owners and occupants of the Property during their respective ownership or occupation of the Property.  A motion was made by Alderman Short to accept this change, seconded by Alderman Hartley.

Alderman Hartley also had a question on the installation of a new manhole at the relocated sewer line terminus in Number 2, section c where Dr. Reller's line ties in to the main.  There is a lamp pole at the top of the hill where Mr. Powers connects to the sewer main and also at the bottom of the hill.  These are on easements and will be inspected by Alliance personnel.  Brian didn't have a cost for the manhole but Alderman Hartley estimated around $3-4,000 depending on the depth of the sewer line at the manhole site.  Alderman Hartley doesn't feel it is a necessity to incur the expense of a manhole but Brian Hemmer w/Alliance stated that it will provide an easier and cleaner way to access the sewer line in the future especially if it will be a 6" line.  It was decided to keep the manhole in the agreement and let Dr. Reller decide if he would be willing to pay for the infrastructure. The agreement can be amended after the cost is determined later.  

Alderman Rockwell also requested that the authority to grant any change orders should be inspected by Alliance and approved by the (2) aldermen from the project’s Ward 3 (Alderman Rockwell & Alderman Davis).  This request will be an amendment to the ordinance to approve the agreement that will accompany this agreement.  A motion was made by Alderman Short to revise the ordinance to reflect this change order authority request, seconded by Alderman Hartley.

Alderman Short was asked to bring up a discussion about the demolition of the last trailer on Olive Street in order to put up more duplexes by Alderman Hartley.  City Attorney Guinness spoke with Alderman Hartley and Building Inspector Don Slaughter and is suggesting that the demolition permit application be completed and fees paid to issue the permit and there will be an ordinance violation issued to be handled in municipal court for failure to apply for a permit and demolishing the trailer without permission.  Alderman Hartley stated that he spoke about taking down the trailer in a previous meeting when he was building the existing duplexes on Olive Street but he didn't want to kick out the last trailer resident at that time.  Alderman Short stated that the demolition permit still needs to be completed and paid but is questioning the ordinance violation since there are other properties in the city limits that are in violation of our city ordinances.

There would be an annual inventory fee of $500 per year going forward.
