The Board of Aldermen of the City of Elsberry met on the evening of the above date at Elsberry City Hall, 6:30 pm.  Mayor Steve Wilch presided over the meeting.  Present were Alderman Harper, Alderman Davis, Alderman Short, Alderman Hartley, Alderman Rockwell, City Attorney Rob Guinness, City Treasurer Tammy Sharpe and City Collector Katie Harper.  Also present were Brian Hemmer & Ron Smith of Alliance Water Resources & Jim Bensman with MECO Engineering.  City Clerk Sue Hogarth was at a clerk conference and Chief Jeffries had a family emergency so both were unable to attend .

Mayor Wilch called the meeting to order and led in the pledge to the flag.

The Board of Adjustment met on Monday March 4th, 2019 and approved a variance for Steve Wilch to build a carport on his empty lot located at 404 N. 4th St. adjacent to his home at 402 N. 4th St.  No one from the board had any objections to the Board of Adjustment recommendation which was passed with a quorum of 4 votes.

There was a question if Locke Lane is designated as a city street.  Alderman Hartley stated that the street was dedicated and he had given $100 to the city to fill some oil cracks which Brian Hemmer with Alliance will make sure is completed this spring.  City Attorney Guinness confirmed that Locke Lane was dedicated as a city street.  Mr. Matter stated that he felt that this street signage would avoid unwanted traffic and would keep the street safer with a 15 MPH speed limit sign since there are many children that live and play on Locke Lane.  Alderman Hartley asked Brian Hemmer with Alliance if he had any speed limit signs on hand and he said he would check.  A motion was made by Alderman Hartley to approve the No Outlet and 15 MPH speed limit signs, seconded by Alderman Rockwell.

Mr. Matter also requested a No Overnight Parking sign.  It was discussed to have time limit parameters on this sign and also to enforce an ordinance for these overnight restrictions.  Alderman Hartley was not in favor of this unless it was for commercial vehicles to ensure there was room for other vehicles to pass on the street.  Mr. Matter also stated that back in September 2018, there was brush, lumber & debris placed in the back of the woods behind his property which can be a place to harbor animals like raccoons and he had requested our police to address this issue.  After a 2nd request, they came out to inspect the debris but made no contact with himself or his wife and nothing was done.  Alderman Harper and Alderman Hartley would like to find out why nothing has been done from the police department.  Mayor Wilch stated that part of this information is correct but part of this is not correct.  Alderman Harper asked to exchange phone numbers with Mr. Matter to follow up on this matter.  The No Overnight Parking request and discussion died on the table.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Update / Discussion on next steps for the Sewer Project with the Elsberry Health Care Center  - City Attorney Guinness
City Attorney Guinness spoke with Mr. Shipman to discuss the pros and cons of the discussion from the last board meeting and he explained to Mr. Shipman that the city cannot apply for a grant for this sewer project and that it would have to be done through the Health Care Center.  The Health Care Center is willing to do this and pay our sewer rates if the DNR will give them an extension in order to apply for the grant money and the city will take over the project.  Brian Hemmer with Alliance stated that according to the PER from MECO Engineering, it costs approximately $122,000 annually to operate an aerated facility without including the costs of building a plant but these numbers are based from the original PER from MECO in 2010.  Alderman Hartley thought that Tony Sneed from Alliance was going to work up some numbers on the costs to maintain this facility if we take it over from the Health Care Center. After a lot of discussion and figures, a motion was made by Alderman Short to discuss a counter offer to the Health Care Center in closed session, seconded by Alderman Hartley.

At the last municipal court session, City Attorney Guinness requested the court to issue an administrative warrant to require Mr. Robison to grant access to his property which he agreed to do voluntarily.  This could give the city the ability to haul off any property that was deemed to be a nuisance.  The judge gave Mr. Robison until March 18th to clean up his property.  City Attorney Guinness has been out there recently and it looks like nothing has been done with the property.  He explained that it takes 10 days to execute a warrant and if Mr. Robison doesn't comply by March 18th, the warrant date would be March 28th.  If the board would like to take this action, we can go out for bids to get the property abated.  City Clerk Sue Hogarth should get bids by March 19th at 2PM and the board will set a meeting that evening at 5:30PM to open the bids and approve a bid.  Mayor Wilch agreed to make some calls for bids starting tomorrow since City Clerk Sue Hogarth will be at her conference until Friday 3/15/19.  A motion was made by Alderman Short to go out for (3) bids to haul off the property at 510 Bailey, seconded by Alderman Harper.

Continuation of Payment Agreement for Jesse Simmons at 302 S. 5th St.
                  
- City Attorney Guinness 
City Attorney Guinness asked City Clerk Sue Hogarth to provide copies of all the tickets that Mr. Simmons has received to date with our municipal court and there has been a ticket issued for tampering & stealing water in the past.  Brian Hemmer with Alliance explained that he had installed a new meter at Mr. Simmons' home and turned on the water and a leak was found under the trailer so Brian had the water turned off until the leak was repaired.  Mr. Simmons repaired the leak and he admitted that he did tamper with the meter and turned the water on himself to see if the water leak was fixed according to a conversation that Mr. Simmons had with City Attorney Guinness.  He told City Attorney Guinness he was very apologetic and would like to have his water turned back on.  Mr. Simmons was requested to attend the meeting tonight and he said he would try to remember to attend but has a very bad memory. The water has been turned back on per Brian with Alliance until the board makes a decision tonight.  Alderman Hartley asked if it was the intention of Mr. Simmons to tamper with the water or to check to see if the water leak was repaired.  An additional $85 has been added to his bill for the disconnect fee.  A motion was made by Alderman Short to turn off the water and remove the meter and apply a clip to avoid future tampering for Mr. Simmons, seconded by Alderman Harper.

Public Nuisance on Mark Avenue Outside City Limits                                                                          
- City Attorney Guinness 
City Attorney sent pictures of the Mark Avenue trailers by Page Branch Road to all the aldermen prior to the meeting.  There have been complaints from city residents that there is property in this trailer park that is in very bad condition and the city does has the authority to seek an injunction to prevent a public nuisance within a 1/2 mile of the city limits which this property falls within that boundary.  He has spoken with the owner representative, Keith Henke and his father Tom Henke who are both out of town and were unable to attend this meeting.  Mr. Henke has tried to contact the owner of one of the trailers in question without any success.  There are also some stripped down abandoned vehicles and other damaged mobile homes on the property.  City Attorney Guinness said the board can decide to either take no action at all or pay the expense to seek a court injunction to pursue this as a public nuisance.  Alderman Hartley asked if we could adopt an ordinance to state that if you use the city's water or sewer services, you will have to abide by the city ordinances even if you are outside city limits. City Attorney Guinness will have to check into that request to see if that is legal.  
A motion was made by Alderman Rockwell to request Mr. Henke to attend the April board meeting to review what his plans are in regards to all this neglected property and to have City Attorney Guinness check into the legality of the proposed ordinance request, seconded by Alderman Hartley.

Alderman Hartley said the only thing that concerned him on the contract offer was the request for a variance to change the zoning to allow for a multi-family dwelling and to allow parking on the south side of the street.  The potential buyer has other properties in the city and he has done some good work but Mayor Wilch is concerned about the spot zoning.  City Attorney Guinness stated that the board has the option to counter proposal.  Alderman Hartley suggested that the back of the property could be used for parking and that the residence would have to be a single family home to comply with the residential zoning requirements.  A motion was made by Alderman Rockwell to reject the current offer, seconded by Alderman Hartley.  After further discussion, both motions were rescinded and it was decided to discuss a counter offer in closed session.

City Attorney Guinness stated that it will still need to be passed by 4 votes.  Alderman Hartley wasn't in favor of the lump sum amount after every (5) years since it is based on longevity instead of merit.  Alderman Rockwell stated that city employees have been receiving this for many years and this is just adopting this practice to make it official in an ordinance. Section 1:
The Elsberry City Code is amended to delete §110.230.1 and §110.230.2; and substitute a new §110.230.1 and §110.230.2 in its place as follows:

“110.230
Rates to Be Charged for Sewer Utility Service

The User Charge for each Unit within the City limits at which City Utility sewer service is supplied shall be as follows:

A base fee of $31.43 per month, or fraction thereof.  The base fee includes the first 1,000 gallons of water provided to that Unit.  An additional fee of $2.73 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons.  

From April 1, 2019 through March 31, 2020, the base fee shall be $37.86 per month, or fraction thereof.  An additional fee of $2.73 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons. 

From April 1, 2020 through March 31, 2021, the base fee shall be $44.29 per month, or fraction thereof.  An additional fee of $2.73 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons. 

From April 1, 2021 onward, the base fee shall be $50.72 per month, or fraction thereof.  An additional fee of $2.73 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons.

The User Charge to each Unit outside the City limits at which City Utility sewer service is supplied shall be as follows:

A base fee of $32.64 per month.  The base fee includes the first 1,000 gallons of water provided to that Unit.  An additional fee of $3.21 per month per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons. 

From April 1, 2019 through March 31, 2020, the base fee shall be $39.10 per month, or fraction thereof.  An additional fee of $3.25 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons. 

From April 1, 2020 through March 31, 2021, the base fee shall be $45.50 per month, or fraction thereof.  An additional fee of $3.25 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons. 

From April 1, 2021 onward, the base fee shall be $52.00 per month, or fraction thereof.  An additional fee of $3.25 per month, or fraction thereof, per 1,000 gallons or fraction thereof shall be charged for water supplied to that Unit after the first 1,000 gallons.”

b. A notice of appeal specifying the grounds therefore and making any requests for variances signed by the appellant, shall be filed with both the Board of Adjustment and the Administrative Officer.  A fee of one hundred seventy-five dollars ($175.00) shall be paid by the appellant to the City and such fee shall accompany each such request and, in addition to the filing fee, the appellant shall pay the cost of publication, if any. The Notice of Appeal shall contain or be accompanied by such legal descriptions, maps, plans, and other information so as to completely describe the decisions or interpretation being appealed, the reasons for such appeal, and any variance requested.”

Section 4:
The Elsberry City Code is amended to delete Subsection 41.2810.3 and insert a new Subsection 41.2810.3 in its place as follows:

Amendment Procedures
A fee of one hundred seventy-five dollars ($175.00) shall be paid by the petitioner to the City for each petition for an amendment  and, in addition to the filing fee, the petitioner shall pay the cost of publication, if any. The Board of Aldermen, the Planning and Zoning Commission and Board of Adjustment shall be exempt from this fee.”
