- Presentation from Lincoln County Economic Development





- Julie Rodgers / Interim Executive Director 

She has been the Interim Executive Director for 4 months and was the Assistant Executive Director for 6 years.  She was also the City Clerk for Hawk Point for many years.  She is reaching out to all the cities in Lincoln County to help with economic development.  She recently spoke with Mayor Wilch about a site selection for a business looking to locate in Lincoln County.  She is focusing on (3) main points for economic development in Lincoln County:


1) Business Attraction and Retention - 80% of economic development comes from our existing businesses and keeping them happy.  


2) Infrastructure including broadband opportunities - Julie is aware that we have Yondoo for our broadband services in Elsberry and she is also working with Socket for our school systems and with AT&T.  Broadband is essential in today's society.  


3) Workforce Development - There is a skills gap in our county as well as across the state where there are not enough skilled workers in our communities and she is currently working with Rankin Technical College who will be building a technical training facility along the Hwy 61 corridor that is scheduled to open in Fall 2020.  They will offer advanced manufacturing jobs, building trades and aqua-ponics since we are in such a great rural & agricultural setting.  

Boonslick Regional Planning Commission is a very supportive system for local businesses as well and she works very closely with Chad Eggen and his team.  She spoke about "economic gardening" to be aggressive with start-up businesses in Lincoln County.  She is also working with partnerships like the ECGA in Elsberry to promote community growth.  

Julie is currently working with Sheriff John Cottle to develop a resource service for criminals to help them find jobs and keep them from going back into the criminal system.  She is also working with an organization in St. Charles called Connections with Success.  Alderman Harper asked if there was a need for volunteers for community support and Julie stated that she is always looking for mentors.  Alderman Hartley asked about tax incentives and Julie stated there is an Enhanced Energized Zone starting at 50% off on real estate taxes but it is for manufacturing companies and not retail or commercial.  The #1 priority that manufacturing businesses are looking for is a skilled workforce.  That will definitely attract the businesses.  Mayor Wilch and Julie will work together to determine a need for business in Elsberry.

City Attorney Guinness stated Niles hauled off many items at the Robison home and he was moving things in as we were moving things out but most has been cleared out. Alderman Robinson stated that she heard Mr. Robison moved some of the lumber by the VFW and City Attorney Guinness will check on that.  Mr. Robison can still be ticketed daily if there is a violation.  He does become agitated sometimes but he has cooperated with this process.  The abated items are at (2) locations, The Wrecking Crew and at Niles' property which Mr. Robison had set up a separate agreement with Niles.  Alderman Rockwell thanked everyone for their efforts on this abatement along with Alderman Hartley and Alderman Harper.

Our 2nd tornado siren did not go off during the last tornado warning storm and City Clerk Sue Hogarth scheduled a special siren test with Lincoln County to confirm that it was not working.  A technician from L&B Electronics who installed this siren came out yesterday and determined that it was also struck by lightning and provided a repair estimate of $9,000. - County Commissioner Joe Kaimann
County Commissioner Joe Kaimann apologized for being late.  He thought the board meeting was on Thursday instead of Tuesday.  He had planned on having his engineer here to present the plans for the 5th Street Bridge project to the Board.  
There are (3) plans drawn up for the bridge replacement.  This is being funded 80% by MoDOT's BRO program with the remaining 20% paid by the county and the money comes from an allocation to replace old bridges in Lincoln County.  If they don't use these funds, they could lose the money.  There was a plan that  included a sidewalk as part of the original plan but that was scratched.  The (3) plans are based on varying elevations and with the flooding this year, any improvement is a large improvement.  Mayor Wilch will set up a separate meeting with Commissioner Kaimann and his engineers to view the plans. They will still need to go out for bids on this project so it may be later this year or early spring before the project is started.

- Review of the Emergency Services Budget Year-To-Date as discussed in the Emergency Services Committee Meeting on 8/20/19




- Alderman Rockwell 
The Emergency Services budget year-to-date has been provided to all the aldermen and was discussed in the Emergency Services committee meeting on 8/20/19.  Alderman Rockwell wanted to make the board aware of the income portion of the budget.  For the fines collected, we should be at 68% of the budget and we are currently at 8.8%  for traffic violations and and 61.2% for non-traffic fines.  Chief Marchbanks asked to put this into perspective since he just took over this department from scratch in mid-May 2019.  Now that he has (3) part-time officers on board, they will be putting out more tickets especially for code enforcement.  They are issuing summons for code enforcement on the first offense but will be increasing tickets after the first offense.  The majority of the south side of town has been cleaned up for code enforcement.  There is also a considerable amount of crime that is now under control and the criminals are scattering.  It was mentioned that there were (2) shootings recently and there were no officers on duty.  Chief explained that one of the shootings was from an intoxicated individual and there were no actual rounds recovered at the house.  This happened on Sunday AM when one of his officers had just finished a 12Noon - 5AM shift on Saturday.  Chief also stated that there were (6) felony arrests over Labor Day weekend.  Mayor Wilch asked why there are often (2) officers on duty at one time and Chief explained that it is for safety  reasons.  Chief stated that there are (2) task forces formed and the first task force took into custody for side by side burglaries and also took down a drug house.  There were (3) more felony arrests with (2) people under warrant with the 2nd task force.  Alderman Harper stated that she is concerned about police safety.  

Chief stated that he is saving the city $32,800 in payroll so far this year.  He also applied for a block grant for $10,000 for police equipment that he will find out in November.  Alderman Hartley asked City Clerk Sue Hogarth to follow up on the insurance question to see if there is a limit to the number of participants for our plan.  He also asked about Winfield and what do they do for insurance, wages, etc.

Officer Tom Moore presented an automated phone system package for the police department and for City Hall based on (10) phone lines.  There will still be a person answering phones at City Hall during regular business hours but it will be automated after hours.  It will also prompt the person calling the police department to either leave a message, call dispatch for non-emergency situations or call 911 for an emergency.  This automated system will be less expensive than our current phone plan with AT&T.  A Mobile Computing proposal and Email / Collaboration proposal were also presented to the board.  Chief Marchbanks asked if we could table these proposals to review further and he will check into getting some additional grant money to cover these proposals. Chief Marchbanks explained that we have many "squatters" around Elsberry that have no address and (20) are known criminals with most on probation or parole.  He would like to request that we obtain administrative warrants to board up the burned properties at 418 N. 2nd Street and 206 N. 3rd Street (Nutrition Center) to keep the squatters out and for safety reasons.   He would like to see some temporary fencing behind the back side of the Nutrition Center and have it boarded up in the front.  There was discussion on what was going on with these properties and Alderman Hartley made a motion to go out for emergency bids to demolish and board up both properties, seconded by Alderman Harper.

- Wages for Full-Time Officers - Request to offer $16.50/hour ($2.00/hour increase) to fill (2) Full-Time Officer Positions in order to get quality Officers and be competitive with other municipalities as discussed in the Emergency Services Committee Meeting on 8/20/19







- Chief Marchbanks

Chief Marchbanks is having some difficulty finding full-time officers to start at $14.50 per hour so he is requesting an increase for full-time officers to start at $16.50 per hour with an increase to $17.50 per hour after the probationary period.  This pay rate is competitive with other Lincoln County municipalities.  According to a recent probation/parole report with Elsberry zip codes, 1 out of every 30 people are on parole or probation and 1 out of every 75 are sex offenders.  This pay increase will come to an additional $348/month for 1 officer and $696/month for 2 officers. Any overtime will be given to his part-time officers.  

Mayor Wilch is concerned about increasing wages at this time because the city just realized a $242,000 shortfall in revenue per our city auditor.  The current coverage hour reduction is based on payroll savings and the Chief feels he is at a disadvantage due to a lack of officers.  A motion was made by Alderman Harper to increase the full-time wage for (1) officer to $16.50 per hour plus the (1) increase to $16.50/hour for a Lieutenant position that was already approved previously.  Alderman Rockwell says we just can't afford this at this time.  Alderman Hartley stated that he would like to see how many felony arrests are done and would like to see the police on duty during the approved coverage hours as promised.  There was no second motion so the request died on the table.  

- Request to have Latitude to order Police Equipment under a certain price threshold without prior Board Approval as discussed at the Emergency Services Committee Meeting on 8/20/19








- Chief Marchbanks
There is already a threshold of $500 for the day-to-day operational costs so the Chief would only need to request a P.O. from City Clerk Sue Hogarth for purchases under $300.  No further action was taken on this agenda item.  
INTRODUCTION AND READING OF BILLS FOR PASSAGE     
-  Bill No. 2019-09-001  - AN ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF THE CITY COLLECTOR PURSUANT TO THE VOTE OF THE PEOPLE BY REPLACING SECTION 21.600 OF THE ELSBERRY MUNICIPAL CODE WITH NEW SECTIONS 21.600 AND 21.605
WHEREAS, Section 79.050, Missouri Revised Statues, provides that the Board of Aldermen may provide by ordinance, after approval of a majority of the voters at an election at which the issue is submitted, for the appointment of the Collector; and
WHEREAS, a majority of the voters voting on August 6, 2019 election voted in favor of the appointment of a City Collector;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF ELSBERRY AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1:  The Elsberry City Code is amended by replacing 21.600 with a new 21.600 and 21.605 as follows:

21.600.      APPOINTMENT AND QUALIFICATIONS

The City Collector shall be appointed by the Mayor, with the consent of the Board of Aldermen.  No person shall be eligible to the office of City Collector who is not at least twenty-one years of age and a citizen of the United States; nor shall any person be appointed as City Collector who is in arrears for any City tax, lien, forfeiture or defalcation in office.  The Mayor shall appoint a suitable person as City Collector.  The City Collector shall serve under the general superintending control and direction of the Mayor.

21.605       TERM

The first appointment of City Collector shall be in 2019 following the August 6, 2019 special election.  The first appointment shall be for a term continuing until the first meeting of the Board of Aldermen after the regular Municipal election for Mayor in 2022.  Thereafter, the City Collector shall hold office for a term of two (2) years, and until the City Collector's successor is appointed and qualified; provided however that the employment of the City Collector may be terminated in accordance with the provisions of the laws of the State of Missouri.
